As the children have now entered KS2, there are some slight changes that I wish to inform you of. The first is
that the school no longer provides a healthy break time snack. Secondly, the children’s lunchtime now starts
at 12:30pm and finishes at 1.25pm. To ensure your child has sufficient energy to work up until lunch, we
kindly ask that they are provided with a healthy snack to eat at break time (fruit or vegetables). We also

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case of changes to the timetable) and bring it home half termly.
Please ensure your child is dressed in full school uniform every day, including plain black trainers or shoes.

Children are permitted to wear stud earrings or hoops no larger than a 5p piece.

May I also take this opportunity to address the importance of attendance this year at Bevendean. We will be

celebrating the efforts of children and classes who arrive to school on time every day.
